The Muskogee-Tulsa branch of the Missouri, Kansas & Texas Rail-
way crosses the southern part of the county; and the main line of
Missouri, Kansas & Texas Railway ; the Missouri, Oklahoma & Gulf, and
the Iron Mountain railways cross the eastern part. :

~ WASHINGTON COUNTY.
LOCATION AND EXTENT.
' Washington County is situated along the Kansas line east of the
middle of the State. It has an area of approximately 440 square miles.
' GEOGRAPHY AND GEOLOGY.

The county is situated entirely in the Limestone Hills region, and
is underlaid with shales, limestones, and sandstones of Pennsylvanian age.
These outerop in belts extending nearly north and south. and the harder
beds produce eastward-facing escarpments above the level lands under-
laid by the shale formations, ' IR

Drainage is south through Caney River, which flows south across

the county. It has many small tributaries wholly or in part within the
county. The rainfall is ample for agricultural purposes, averaging about
85 inches per year. Nearly all the county is prairie. i

INDUSTRIES.

The shales which underlie most of the county produce a fairly deep
soil of moderate fertility. The greater part of the county is tillable and
produces good crops. Much land is left in native grasses for. pasture and
hay. ’ . 7

Washington :County was one of the earliest developed oil and gas
regions in the State. The fields have been worked for several years and
the production has declined ‘considerably, but is still important. Im-
portant industries have been located in the county on account of the
cheap fuel supply. Shale is manufactured into brick at Bartlesville and
a large Portland cement plant has been operated at Dewey for several
years. » :
